Planning ahead: Flood Bucket Fall Campaign 2018

Last year Bethany UMC assembled 117 flood buckets to help families on 
their journey from desolation to hope. While a flood bucket contains a variety 
of cleaning products and supplies, it carries more than just bleach, sponges, 
and rubber gloves. These buckets carry a message of hope and love; a

Our goal this year is to raise the funds to fill 150 buckets at a cost of $50 per 
bucket.
